Use typed WHAT commands or a point-and-click interface to build commands

· Make postmortem queries; get challenge rulings; record challenged words; NASPA-approved for adjudicating challenges in tourneys

· WHAT does single- and double-word anagramming, pattern matching, anagram steals with
or without rearrangement, blanagrams, etc.

· Play the Wordsmith Game, which old TIVO DVRs had, and solve for these games.
